Sec. 26-180.  Fencing required; exception.

(a)   Every outdoor family swimming pool shall be completely surrounded by a fence not less than four feet nor more than six feet in height, which shall be so constructed as not to have openings, holes or gaps larger than four inches in any dimension except for doors and gates; and if a picket fence is erected or maintained, the horizontal space between pickets shall not exceed four inches. A dwelling house or accessory building may be used as part of such enclosure. Such fences shall not conflict with any other ordinance of the city and shall be constructed of such materials and in such manner as may be satisfactory to the building commissioner.

(b)   Outdoor family pools having decks four feet above ground level need not have the fencing as required in this section, provided that the deck railing is such that the railing has no opening greater than four inches in width and has a locking, swing-up stairway with hardware cloth, or equal, on the underside of carriages or stringers to prevent children getting through the space between threads. Any gate in the railing of this type of a family pool must be equipped with self-closing and self-latching devices placed at the top of the gate.

Sec. 26-181.  Fence gates to be self-latching.

All gates or doors opening through a fence under this article shall be equipped with a self-closing and self-latching device placed at the top of the gate or door for keeping the door or gate securely closed at all times when not in actual use. Such doors or gates shall be securely locked with a padlock or other locking device when the pool is not in use or left unattended.
